From Our Senior Ministeré 
 

I showed a photo a few weeks ago in worship of a 

friend who had been on a mission trip to Haiti with 

the Tennessee Region in 1998. My comments were 

about Tennessee Disciples long history of 

partnership with Haiti that will continue for a long 

time to come. However, there was more to this 

picture of Jane holding a Haitian infant. 

Jane said the group was preparing to leave, soon to 

board an airplane and return home. A mother 

handed Jane her child, who took the child lovingly 

into her arms as someone took the picture. Then 

someone explained to Jane that the mother wanted 

her to take the child back to the U.S. with her.  Jane 

then had difficulty in handing the child back to her 

mother as she felt the weight of despair and poverty 

of Haiti even then. 

The news has been filled with the arrest of a group 

from the U.S. who wanted to ñrescue Haitian 

children.ò But the group was arrested on the border 

of the Dominican Republic with 33 children, some 

who had parents and did not understand what was 

happening to them, nor wanted to leave their home. 

A spokesperson said that the group was responding 

after the earthquake, moved with compassion for 

these children. 

Whatever happens to the group, it is a good 

reminder that the heart has to be guided by the head. 

Passion moves us to action, but it must be 

thoughtful to be effective. There have been many 

churches and other organizations in Haiti providing 

care for children. There is a necessary process in 

adoption to insure the childrenôs safety.  

In the end, we respond passionately to crises like the 

earthquake in Haiti, but guided by our reasoning. 

We give financially to organizations like Week of 

Compassion and Church World Service because of 

their record of delivering assistance to those in need. 

I was reminded of the following poem, a prayer 

from the Sarum Primer, 1527: 

God be in my head and in my understanding. 

God be in my eyes and in my looking. 

God be in my mouth and in my speaking. 

God be in my heart and in my thinking. 

God be at my end and my departing.
