From Our Senior Ministeré 
 

Some of you have asked and others are 

probably wondering where we are in the 

process with the old post office. The 

evaluation from this fall was inadequate 

and therefore, we have engaged a local 

engineering firm with experience in church 

and older building renovations to examine 

the old post office. This evaluation team 

includes structural, mechanical, and 

electrical engineers as well as an architect 

who plans to perform a site survey of the 

structure and develop a report detailing any 

areas of concern or items in need of 

upgrading to support the renovation.   

This continues the evaluation process we 

began last summer and we should have a 

response in a few weeks. This step has been 

necessary to make the best decisions we 

can for the church’s immediate and long-

term needs. As often happens, this work 

can take more time than we plan. We 

appreciate your patience as we move 

forward.
