From Our Senior
Searcy Hopkins brought a picture of the old
post office that probably dates from around
1925, shortly after construction of the original
building. Notably in the photograph is the
missing hardware store (now the renovated
Tullahoma Events Center) and a two-story
house that appears to be directly behind the old
post office. Searcy does not remember that
house, which says a lot because she remembers
so much of Tullahoma’s history. This helps us
date the picture close to the building
completion because she would have been very
young at that time. However, Searcy does
remember a house that sat where the church
offices are now located. That house was used
for children Sunday school rooms and was a
place for soldiers from Camp Forrest to gather.
According to Searcy, they called it “the
Annex,” which is an appropriate name for an
additional building.

As we continue to move forward toward
renovating the old post office, | think that it is
appropriate for us to begin using a different
name, which is the Biblical practice of
signifying that something new is happening. A
couple of weeks ago, Amy chimed in, “T have
the perfect name for the old post office and the
design of a sign! “The Annex i with the ‘X’
forming the St. Andrew’s Cross in the Chalice,
the symbol of the Christian Church (Disciples
of Christ).”

Joining with Searcy’s memories, | thought what
an appropriate name “annex” is—a name that
reaches back into First Christian Church’s rich
history and helps us incorporate God’s calling
and vision for our new ministries. T don’t know
if this name will stick (names can be funny
things), but for now, I’ll be calling the building
“the Annex” as we unite the past, present, and
future of First Christian Church (Disciples of
Christ).
