From Our Senior Ministeré 
 

We cannot help but wonder what is going on 

when we read the news dominated by erupting 

volcanoes, ravaging tornadoes, uneasy economic 

and job markets, never-ending wars, and ever-

present terrorist threats. It is easy to become 

afraid, wishing to lock the doors and stay inside. 

Yet, when we think about it, our world is safer 

than we imagine and only when fear overtakes us 

do we isolate ourselves from others and stop 

working to find peaceful solutions and new 

opportunities to work with God in creating a 

better world for all. 

Rev. Patricia Farris reflected on the 23rd Psalm 

that focused on the phrase ñand I will dwell in the 

House of the Lord forever.ò Rev. Farris writes, 

ñTo be in our grateful center, to dwell in the 

house of the Lord, is to be rooted and grounded in 

the love of God. Henri Nouwen, the Catholic 

priest and religious teacher, observed that many 

people, however, live as if we've forgotten our 

address and are living at the wrong place-living in 

the house of fear instead of the house of the Lord. 

We forget, or get confused, or are reluctant to 

move out of the house of fear and into the house 

of the Lord. It's as if we keep one foot in each, 

afraid of letting go, not quite faithful enough to 

let ourselves be scooped up by a love waiting to 

bring us home.ò 

It is easy to become fearful when news 

sensationalizes events and we try to assign 

meaning when the world appears to be spinning 

out of control. We are afraid of what we know 

and of what we do not know. We are afraid of 

change and afraid of standing still. Fear shapes 

our decisions and our choices. 

Henry Nouwen writes that Godôs alternative to 

the house of fear is the house of love, "the place 

where we can think, speak, and act in the ways of 

God, not in the ways of the fear-filled world." 

God is the Good Shepherd who provides for us a 

grateful center, a place of peace where we dwell 

in the house of God forever.
