 From Our Senior Ministeré 
 

Several of you have asked about the Regional 

Officeôs recovery after the May flood. The 

following is an update from Regional Minister 

Glen Stewart.  
 

ñOn Monday, May 10, a number of volunteers 

came to the Regional Office. They started 

throwing away ruined materials, tearing out 

walls to the studs and tearing the flooring off 

the floors. These many volunteers, from the 

Disciples Divinity House and Vine Street 

Christian Church, worked very hard at 

beginning the process of restoring the office. 

Then we allowed the office a number of days to 

dry before treating the studs to prevent mold 

and mildew. 
 

Fortunately, I found the Christian Church was 

covered with flood insurance. Our coverage 

offers insurance in four funds or purses: repair 

of the office itself ($20,800), replacing contents 

($43,860), temporary facilities ($500,000) and 

document restoration ($25,000). Each fund can 

only be used for the express purpose and 

cannot be saved to fund another purpose. 
 

The Christian Church in Tennessee is now in a 

temporary office. Phone and internet service 

has been restored. Joan Hale and I have 

computers. We are starting to return to our 

usual ministry routine. We have begun to list 

the items in the office that will need to be 

replaced.ò  
 

One of the losses suffered by the Christian 

Church in Tennessee was the email data base. 

The Regional Office went from having 

thousands of emails to a few hundred. If you 

would like to receive the Tennessee Christian, 

the regional newsletter and other 

correspondence by email from the regional 

office, please email Pam and indicate your 

interest or email the Regional Office at 

joanhale@bellsouth.net.
