From Our Senior Ministeré 
 

Following Sundayôs sermon, which 

began with a question about a 

theological perspective of the oil spill in 

the gulf, I have continued to think about 

how we should respond. Some have 

focused on our dependence upon oil for 

travel and for plastic, among many other 

uses and that the oil spill is as much our 

fault as it is BP. As I said, that 

perspective has merit but is also a bit 

simplistic. It is not merely some 

individuals changing that will transform 

our dependence, but a cultural change 

that is needed. Yes, that begins with 

ñmeò and ñyouò but it also takes the 

voices of people of faith and of 

communities counting the costs of 

projects. Not just the financial cost, but 

also the impact on the earth, on the 

community, and on the culture. 
 

Duke Divinity School Center for 

Reconciliation recently created ñThe BP 

Oil Spill: A Christian Call for Lament 

and Reconciliation.ò They are proposing 

several responses, for individuals and 

for churches. 
 

Having acknowledged these realities we 

now make a public confession of the 

sins against God’s creation that we 

have committed and have been 

committed on our behalf. We pray for 

the grace of God to change our lives, 

and we invite all of our Christian sisters 

and brothers to join us in this 

acknowledgement of  

 

 

our sin and culpability, and in working 

toward a true repentance. 

 As a sign of this recognition of our sin 

we commit to: 

 ÅFasting from all food on Fridays 

except that which has been locally 

grown with methods that do not rely on 

petroleum-based fertilizers and 

pesticides. 

 ÅMaking every effort to take each 

Friday as a day when we do not drive 

but rather walk, bike, ride public 

transit, or carpool to school or work. 

 ÅPraying for the transformation of our 

lives as individuals and churches 

toward freedom from fossil fuels and 

reconciliation with all God’s creation. 

 ÅContinuing these practices until the 

oil spill has been cleaned up and the 

work of restoration of God’s creation in 

the Gulf has begun. 
 

I offer these suggestions because to only 

hear the news over and over can be 

depressing and lead us to think that 

nothing can be done. Some action on 

our behalf will begin to make a 

difference and start a transformation, if 

only in ourselves.
