Education for Ministry (EFM) 
 

Interest has been expressed in the 
formation of an Education for 
Ministry (EFM) group at First 
Christian Church.  EFM is a program 
for lay people in a congregation 
who wish to dig deeper in 
theological education to grow in 
their faith and to learn to express 
that faith in day-to-day events. 
 

The group meets with a trained 
mentor weekly over the course of a 
nine-month academic year. These 
meetings are usually from two and 
a half to three hours in length. 
 

Through study, prayer, worship and 
reflection, EFM groups move toward 
a new understanding of the fullness 
of God's kingdom. Through 
discussion and guided reflection, 
the seminars furnish an 
opportunity to deepen 
understanding of the reading 
materials. More important is the 
development of skills in theological 
reflection. The goal is to learn to 
think theologically. By examining 
their own beliefs and their 
relationship to our culture and the 
tradition of our Christian faith, 
participants can learn what it 
means to be effective ministers in 
the world.

The following is an update from the Week of 

Compassion. 

Sometimes it's a stove, fridge, and dishwasher. 

Sometimes it's a loss that is immeasurably more

Over the last few weeks, floods and tornadoes 

have struck a number of states, including 

Alabama, Arkansas, Idaho, Illinois, Kansas, 

Michigan, Nebraska, Oklahoma, Texas and 

Wyoming. Some 30 people have died in these 

recent incidents, and another 20 perished in 

flooding that affected a campsite in Arkansas, 

including a family from King's Highway 

Christian Church in Shreveport, LA. 

This weekend, tornadoes struck Billings, MT, 

and fires burned out of control in Flagstaff, AZ. 

As is the case with all disasters, we are 

monitoring these situations with our 

ecumenical partners, such as Church World 

Service, as well as through our regional and 

local ministries. Through Week of Compassion, 

the ministry of the Christian Church (Disciples 

of Christ) is able to be present at times of 

severe need. 
 

While we might not be able to precisely predict 

when a disaster might strike, we can be 

prepared to respond.
